Kilns
should be located in a separate room with
appropriate ventilation.

Elementary Schools

There should be one art room with one art
teacher for every 400-500 students. The art
room should have at least 55 square feet of
work space per student {excluding storage and
teacher’s work space) and be flexible enough
for use with large or small groups and for
individual instructional activities.

Cover at least one wall with cork-board from
floor to ceiling for displaying student work.
Display areas such as shelves and cases should
also be provided for three-dimensional work
like sculpture and ceramics. These areas should
be well lighted and equipped with multiple
lighting plug-in tracks with movable spotlights.

Adequate in-class storage, accessible to stu-
dents, is needed as well as at least 350 square
feet of lockable storage space for art supplies,
equipment and student art works. This latter
space should be connected to the art room (see
Storage).

Middle/Junior High Schools

There should be one art room with one art
teacher for every 400-500 students. The art
room should have at least 55 square feet of
work space per student (excluding storage and
teacher’s work space) and be flexible enough
for both group or individual instructional ac-
tivities, Adequate design should allow for
ease of traffic flow and adequate space should
be planned forspecial furniture and equipment.
A wet area with a sink is desirable for clay
work. If facility planning includes a patio, it
should be located near the art room.

Secondary Schools

There should be one art room with one art
teacher for every 500-600 students. The art
room should have a minimum of 55 square feet
per student, excluding storage and teacher’s
work space and be flexible enough for use with
group or individual instructional activities.
Adequate design should allow for ease of
traffic flow and adequate space should also be

planned for special furniture and equipment
such as easels, potter's wheels, floor looms,
and darkroom developing tanks and enlargers.
A wet area with a sink is desirable for clay
work. If a patio is provided, the wet arca
should be located near it.

In addition to in-class storage, at least 400
square feet of lockable storage space should be
provided for art supplies, equipment and stu-
dent arnt works and to prevent student access to
potentially dangerous equipment or materials.
This storage space should be connected to the
art room (see Storage).

At least one wall should be designed for dis-
playing student work and visual aids, i.e. fine
art reproductions, i.e. cork-board from floor to
ceiling., Display areas should be provided for
three-dimensional work, i.e., shelvesand cases
for sculpture, ceramics, and jewelry. These
areas should be well lighted and equipped with
multiple lighting plug-in tracks with movable
spotlights.

SECTION TwWO
(GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

Overview

The teaching of art requires large spaces.
Rooms must have secured in-room storage,
adequately large sinks, and good lighting. The
capability for showing slides both during the
day and in the evening must be planned for as
well as controlling the sound levels when
showing films. General and local ventilation
systems are needed to remove fumes and to
make the air safe for both students and teach-
ers. The rooms must be accessible to persons
with physical impairments and a resource li-
brary center is needed within art rooms at all
three levels. If plans call for two or more
studios in a school, clustering them is not only
logical but also facilitates team teaching.

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Space

Because student art projects may be one to two
feet high and/or wide, art rooms need to be
larger than general classrooms. NAEA rec-
ommends 55 square feet per student not in-
cluding storage, kiln rooms, and teacher’s of-
fices and a maximum pupil/teacher ratio of
28:1. This leads to an art room covering 1,540
square feet (number of students x recommended
square footage of 55 per student) excluding
auxiliary space. NAEA recommends 400
square feet for the storage room, 45 square feet
for the kiln room, and 120 square feet for the
teacher’s office. Additional space needs for a
studio(s) appear later in this document.
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
